The St. Monica School Parent Satisfaction Survey has been completed. The School Board Committee
would like to extend a special thank you to all the families who took the time to provide feedback and make
comments. Your input is extremely valuable. The School Board has reviewed initial results which we are
sharing with you below. Further evaluation and discussion will be conducted at the next meeting.

Process Summary:
— Initial invitation went out Sunday, Jan 30.
— Follow-up went out on Thursday, Feb 3.
— Final reminder sent on Wednesday, Feb 9.

— Survey closed on Sunday, Feb. 13 @ 9pm.

e Number of Respondents
— 157 families responded - this represents a 65% response rate.
— In 2008, 92 families responded.
— In 2006, 94 families responded.

e 93% agree / strongly agree that St. Monica’s has high academic standards

e Bullying is top issue; was also top issue in 2006 and 2008

e Meaningful service projects is second for areas of improvement

e 96% agree / strongly agree in the helpfulness / professionalism of office staff

o Safety in back parking lot is the area of most concern

o Communications broadly are favorable; some process suggestions in comments
o 85% agree / strongly agree that St. Monica’s education is a great value

e Most people would NOT pay more tuition for fewer fundraisers

e Most respondents are satisfied with athletics

o Only 44% of respondents agree that they are aware of Enrichment programs — fewer agree on link to curricu-
lum

e 40% agree overall with the quality, choices and children liking the hot lunch program; this compares with
~20% of students using the hot lunch program

o 73% like the casual dress days
e 62% agree the Variety Show is a valuable experience

e 41% agree that they would use a post-school study-hall; comments indicate a wide variation in expectations so
further study on the concept is needed
