SMS Lenten School Wide Collection Project 2011

or going to the movies, that money typically spent on those things could be forwarded to this col-

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IMPORTANT UPDATE IN THE STATE OF WISCONSIN DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC 

INSTRUCTION LAW REGARDING ADMINISTRATION OF MEDICINE (DRUGS) TO PUPILS: 

 

 

The State legislature changed the law for administration of drugs to pupil, effective  

March 1, 2011.   

 

Therefore, we are no longer able to administer acetaminophen or ibuprofen to students from the 

generic stock that we kept on hand in the school office. (Up until now we were able to administer these 

generic medicines from our school supply to students according to the directions given by you, the parent, on 

the forms you completed and returned to us at registration each August.) 

 

Effective immediately, if your child has an occasional headache, pain associated with braces, or other 

minor ache or pain, we will have to contact you, and if you want your child to receive pain medicine, 

you will have to bring it to school for them.   

 

Students who have a need for non-prescription pain medicine such as acetaminophen, ibuprofen, etc. on 

a more regular basis may keep a supply of their medicine on hand in a secure place in the school office.  

THIS MEDICINE MUST BE IN THE ORIGINALLY PURCHASED CONTAINER, CLEARLY LABELED 

WITH THE CHILD’S NAME, DOSAGE INSTRUCTIONS, INGREDIENTS, ETC., ON IT. In addition, 

parents must complete and return the required permission and authorization forms for any and all medicine 

kept at school. 

 

We know that this may be inconvenient at times, yet it is required by State Law. 

 

Students’ need for and use of prescription medications, such as inhalers, insulin, etc. as well as emergency 

care medications such as epinephrine or glucagon are always handled on an individual basis and always 

require the medicine to be sent in original, pharmacy labeled packaging.  In addition, all proper forms and 

documentation must be completed and returned by parents and physicians as required by law. 

 

We continue to work under the direction of the State of Wisconsin DPI, the Archdiocese of Milwaukee, 

Catholic Mutual Insurance Company, and the Whitefish Bay School District/Shorewood Health Department to 

provide a safe, healthy environment for your children while attending St. Monica School.  This includes 

continuous training as well as updating of policies and procedures regarding administration of medications, 

documentation, safety issues, and more.
